Elevator constructors perform the construction, operation, inspection, testing, maintenance, 
alteration, and repair of elevators, platform lifts, stairway chair lifts, escalators, moving walks, 

dumbwaiters, material lifts, and automatic transfer devices. They also perform the construction, 
operation, inspection, maintenance, alteration and repair of automatic guided transit vehicles such 

as automated people movers. Individuals perform this work while working at heights, around 
exposed electrical contacts and moving sheaves and cables.
